Surfrider works to protect and improve 

Europe’s ocean, waves and coastline. 

Our NGO brings together people from 

all walks of life who share a passion for 

the ocean and dedication to caring for 

the coastline.

Since 2008, Surfrider has been active in 

the fight against marine pollution caused 

by illegal wastewater discharges from 

ships. Ship discharges are contaminated 

with hydrocarbons and pose a real dan-

ger to the marine environment. In a bid 

to preserve the fragile marine ecosystem, 

Surfrider is instigating legal proceedings 

for every incidence of known hydro-

carbon dumping in French waters, so 

those responsible will be systematically 

prosecuted and punished. We want the 

penalties imposed to serve as an effec-

tive deterrent.

Thanks to Patagonia’s donations, 

Surfrider has been able to bring six 

civil actions against deliberate pollut-

ers. During 2009, we noted a consider-

able increase in fines meted out to these 

“hooligans of the sea.” A successful case 

brought against the owners of Valentia, 

a Liberian-flagged cargo ship that left 

an 18km oil slick in its wake, has been 

the high point of our legal action. The 

verdict resulted in a record fine of 2 mil-

lion euros imposed on the captain and 

ship’s owner.

Surfrider will not give up its fight 

against the polluters of the sea and will 

continue to act so that no incidence of 

pollution goes unpunished.

Chilean Patagonia is threatened with plans to build five huge hydroelectric dams 
on the wild and beautiful Baker and Pascua rivers. Construction of the dams would 
lead to massive ecological damage, including the flooding of nearly 15,000 acres of 
wild lands and communities, as well as clear-cutting native forests to create 1,500 
miles of transmission-line corridors.  
In 2010, we continued years of ac-
tivism on this issue by supporting 
several key initiatives.

In February, the International League 
of Conservation Photographers, sup-
ported in part by a Patagonia grant, 
sent a multidisciplinary media team 
to the Aysén Region to document 
the dams issue. Their images will 
be used by groups involved in the 
struggle, including our long-time 
partner Conservación Patagónica. 
(It is creating 600,000-acre Patago-
nia National Park, whose main gate 
would be in direct view of the largest 
of these dams.)  

Simultaneously, Patagonia provided 
sponsorship for the Ríos Libres 
project, an effort to document the 
natural, pristine state of the Baker 
River, and the people and wildlife that live in the region. Patagonia climbing ambas-
sador Timmy O’Neil joined James Q. Martin and a team of photographers, videogra-
phers, journalists and conservationists to float down the Baker in March. Their stories 
and images bring a unique voice to the struggle.

we don’tgrant recipients
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Campaigns to protect a forest, clean up a stream or save a species from extinction can last for decades. But every year there are successes.  Here are some recent stories of 
progress shared with us by groups we help to support. 

celebrating success

º Gifford Pinchot Task Force advocacy helped lead to the removal of Hemlock Dam, 
restoring one of the most important creeks in the Northwest for wild steelhead. 

º Montana Environmental Information Center led the fight to stop construction of 
the Roundup Power Project and Highwood Generating Station coal-fired energy 
plants in Montana, preventing 11 million tons per year of CO2 emissions.

º Global Justice Ecology Project submitted a record 20,000 public comments to the 
USDA opposing genetically engineered (GE) trees, and forced them to redo their 
environmental assessment on GE eucalyptus.

º Idaho Rivers United’s involvement in federal court cases, with partners Earthjustice 
and Save Our Wild Salmon, led to improved migration conditions for baby salmon 
and the return of endangered sockeye to Redfish Lake.

º Cherokee Forest Voices protected the Stone Mountain Roadless Area from a nearby 
land swap development, preserving the area’s roadless character. 

º Rock Creek Alliance saw a federal court overturn approvals for the Rock Creek 
Mine, which was slated to be built beneath Montana’s Cabinet Mountains Wilder-
ness Area.  

º Western Mining Action Project used legal action to block uranium mining near the 
Grand Canyon, copper mining under and adjacent to a wilderness area in Montana, 
and a gold mine on a Native American sacred site in Nevada.

º Alaska Marine Conservation Council worked with local communities and fisher-
men to fend off proposals for offshore drilling in Alaska’s Bristol Bay and the south-
east Bering Sea. 

º New Mexico Wilderness Alliance saw 20,000 acres of wilderness protected and 
over 700,000 acres of potential wilderness and National Conservation Area intro-
duced as legislation.

º VPIRG engaged more than 30,000 Vermonters in discussions about the state’s energy 
future in its grassroots campaign against Vermont Yankee nuclear power plant. In Feb-
ruary, the Vermont Senate voted 26-4 to retire the plant on schedule in 2012.
